But unfortunately there were some causes and factors
that distort this grate collection and make these holy traditions not to be put on
right way. This problem makes the Islamic scholars to extract and use some laws in
order to traditions analysis and consideration based on imams (pbut) teachings that
make jurisprudence of hadith branch. But the question is whether these standards
are common in Shia and Sunni schools? By researching in Shia and Sunni books
we can find common criterion to jurisprudence tradition standards.

Abstract

Inter-textuality is a method to understanding more accurately the texts to survey the
relation between them. It states every text or speaker is affected by other texts or speakers
in past or synchronic and has been benefited from their words or thoughts consciously
or unconsciously. Imam Ali (AS) sometimes used in Nahj al-Balaghah some words
or expressions from past texts (including Quran, prophetic traditions, Arabic poems
and proverbs) in his sermons, letters and short sentences. And sometimes he used their
concepts and instructions in his speech to state contents in his words. By using the
above method and to understanding more accurately the speech of Imam Ali (AS), we
should determine the relation between these texts and the speech of Imam Ali (AS).
There are 220 proverbs in Nahj al-Balaghah that Imam has narrated some of them from
others. In this article we try to survey some of these proverbs in aspect of inter-textuality
relations to answer these questions: At first which kind of the inter-textuality of Arabic
proverbs in Nahj al-Balaghah is? And second what is the effect of using this method to
understanding Imam Ali (AS) traditions? According to this, firstly by using descriptive
and inferential methods we find whole the proverbs that Imam Ali (AS) wasn’t the first
speaker of them. Then by surveying the history and the meaning of the proverb, we
determine its relation with the speech of Imam Ali (AS). Inter-textuality relationships
can be separated into three types: obligatory, optional and accidental. The results of
using inter-textuality are determining the kind of relation between the speech of Imam
and the famous Arabic proverb. Using the inter-textuality in this article shows that the
most kind of proverbs inter-textuality in Nahj al-Balaghah is verbal inter-textuality from
optional type. Imam Ali (AS) has said the main content of proverb in his speech, but he
has moderated the main intention of first speaker with his speech.

"Kaf, Ha, Ya, ’Ayn, Sad" to the Battle of Karbala

Abstract
The opening verses of certain surahs of Quran are allegorical, which includes
Mugatta‘at (discontinued letters). Amongst is the verse of Kaf, Ha, Ya, *Ayn, Sad,
the opening to the blessed surah of Maryam. Some hadiths embodied in the narrated
books of Imamiyah, regarding the respective verse, have provided an esoteric
interpretation that relates the verse to Battle of Karbala and Imam Hossain. The
core question regarding the understanding of the hadith is to what extent the esoteric
interpretation of Imamiyah is reliable? This paper via descriptive -analytic method
analyzes chain and text of the Hadith and tries to elaborate the concept of esoteric
interpretation of the hadith so that through understanding the entire notion of the
narrative, a comparison with fundamental concepts of Shia is made. The Studies
reveal that this hadith is weak both in chain and text. In terms of the document
the narrative is not mentioned in the authentic narrated and interpreted books and
also the narrators are of unknown, unreliable, indecent and prevaricated origin.
The studies also engage with the critiques of textual-based analysis, pointing out
six significant errors, particularly the misattribution of inadmissible characteristics
to Imam Hassan Askari and Imam Mahdi. The authenticity of these two critiques
exposes the inherent flaw within the esoteric interpretation of the text, hence the
esoteric interpretation does lack the essential features to be assumed as valid.

The critique of chain of transmitters of Hadith and its content is of great importance
for distinction between the traditions of the Infallibles (AS) and the non-Hadith
statements. The study of the content of the statement, "The rule of unbelievers
continues to existence while the unjust rule has no chance of existing" indicates
that this sentence not only has not a valid document, but some scholars have
denied its attribution to the Infallibles (AS). Additionally, it does not have an
acceptable content. Three possible concepts of this proposition: the necessity of
the continuation of a just government and the fall of the ruthless government,
the signification of continuity and collapse of governments for their justice and
injustice and the implication of justice and oppression by governments for their
legitimacy and lack of legitimacy, are incompatible with Quranic verses, narrations
and historical evidence. Of course, if it means to emphasize the importance of one
agent from among the set of factors involved in the continuation or collapse of
the state, it is acceptable and consistent with the Qur'an, narrations, and historical
evidences.
